To be a member of AFDO your group must be a member of a:

· National group for people with disabilities

or

· A State or Territory group for people with disabilities in Australia.

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What can members do?

· Vote at general meetings

· Say who they want on the AFDO Board
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How do you ask to be a member?
You must send this information:

· A letter asking to become a member.

· A copy of your group’s Constitution.

· A copy of your group’s last Annual Report.

· A short letter saying:
· How your group works

· Who are the members of your group

· The reason why your group cannot be members of a national group that is already a member of AFDO

What happens when you ask to be a member?

The AFDO Board will read your email.  The AFDO Board will decide if you become a member or do not become a member.
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What happens when AFDO says you cannot be a member?

You can ask AFDO to look at your group’s special reasons.  Talk to AFDO for more information.  
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What do members pay?

Members of AFDO pay a membership fee. 

Every year, the AFDO Board has a meeting and says what the membership fees will be.

There are 3 different types of membership fees for National and State Members. 

· Your group pays $50 when it gets no money for its work in a year



· Your group pays $105 when it gets between $1 - $99,999 for its work in a year 

· Your group pays $265 when your group gets $100,000 or more for its work in a year


The fee for Associate Members is $50.

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The rules to be a member of AFDO 
Your group must be a:

· National group for people with disabilities

or

· A State or Territory group in Australia. The group must work for people with disabilities.
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National groups for people with disabilities

· National groups members come from all over Australia 

Group members are:

· People with a disability


or 
· A group that works for people with a disability 
· More than half of your group’s members are people with a disability

People with a disability run your group

Your group helps to tell everyone in the community about  the rights and needs of people with a disability

Your group has the same aims as AFDO
Your group has
· Members in four or more States or Territories of Australia 
· At least 50 members in each of the four States and Territories
· Your group is an incorporated association or company limited by guarantee.  You can ask AFDO for information about this. AFDO’s contact details are on page 4.
State or Territory Groups in Australia
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· Your group works for people with disabilities

· Your group has at least 50 members who are people with a disability

· Your group cannot be members of a national group that is already a member of AFDO
· Your group is an incorporated association or company limited by guarantee. You can ask AFDO for information about this. AFDO’s contact details are on page 4.
State-based, cross-disability groups have one position on the AFDO Board. 

There are special rules about voting for this position. You can ask AFDO for more information about this.
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
